Protective Factor/What it Looks Like

Parental Resilience:

ÅHope, optimism, self-confidence, Problem 
solving skills

ÅSelf-care and willingness to ask for help

ÅNot allowing stress to interfere with nurturing 



Protective Factor/What it Looks Like

Social Connections:

ÅParents have multiple friendships and 
supportive relationships 

ÅParents feel respected and appreciated

ÅAccepting help from others, giving help

ÅHaving the skills to establish and make 
connections



Protective Factor/What it Looks Like

Knowledge of Parenting and Child Development

ÅAppropriate developmental expectations

ÅPositive discipline techniques; ability to 
effectively manage child behavior

Protective Factor/What it Looks Like

Concrete support in times of need

ÅSeeking and receiving support when needed

ÅKnowing what services are available and how to 
access them

ÅBasic needs being met; adequate financial 
security

ÅAdvocating for self and child to receive necessary 
help



Protective Factor/What it Looks Like

Social and emotional Competence of Children

For Parent:
ÅWarm and consistent responses that foster secure attachment
ÅSetting limits, reinforcing social skills

For the Child: 
ÅAge appropriate self-regulation, effective communication 
ÅAbility to form and maintain relationships
ÅPositive interactions with others

Lessons Learned

ÅIt is feasible for pediatricians to promote the 
protective factors.(resilience, concrete support and 
social/emotional were harder for pediatricians to 
discuss)

ÅThe protective factors enabled a universal, strength-
based approach

ÅHelp Me Grow served as an important vehicle to 
diffuse and support pediatric interventions



Lessons Learned Continued
ÅAttention to practice and process 

workflows are important

ÅThere is a need to further develop 
measuresthat can be used to determine 
whether practices sufficiently addressed 
protective factors, and whether that in 
turn influenced parent knowledge, 
confidence, and behaviors.
